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The Minor Scale & Its Relative Major 
 
To find the key signature for a minor key and scale, we need to find the relative 
major.  To find the relative major of a minor key, start on scale degree 1 of the 
minor key and move up three half-steps. 
 
For example, to find the relative major of G minor, start on G and move up three 
half-steps:   

G !  A∫ !  A\ !  B∫ 
       1  !   2  !    3 

So, G minor has the same key signature as B∫ Major: two flats= B∫ and E∫.
